Dear 7™ Grade Parent or Guardian:

Our school will be hosting a presentation on OK2SAY — Michigan's student safety program
for our 7" grade students on October 27, 2025, during 2" hour.

The program is designed to inform students how they can help make their school and
community safer by reporting dangerous and concerning behaviors to a trusted adult or
OK2SAY.

Students in 4th — 5th grade learn about the OK2SAY student safety program, including how
the tipline works. Students are encouraged to always talk to a trusted adult when they see or
hear about something that makes them feel worried or unsafe. Students also learn essential
tips and strategies for being safe online and off. The presentation emphasizes the difference
between "tattling” and "reporting” and helps distinguish between rude, mean, and bullying
behavior. Students will leam effective responses to bullying and cyberbullying and recognize
techniques used by internet predators, so they are prepared to protect themselves from
online harm. Please take a moment to review the videos featured in the presentation

Students in 6th — 8th grade learn about the program’s purpose and how the tipline operates,
including whatincidents can be reported, how to submit a tip, and the actions taken after a tip
IS received. Students are encouraged to examine their behaviors and make smart and
thoughtful decisions both online and off. The presentation discusses many issues that impact
middle school students including bullying, cyberbullying, mental health issues, self-harm,
suicide thoughts, sexting/sextortion, types of abuse, the predator threat, and threats of
violence. Throughout the presentation, students are encouraged to stand up for themselves
and their peers and always to be mindful of the power of their words. Please take a moment
to review the videos featured in the presentation.

Student/Parent Handbook

On September 3, 2025, we metwith 7, 8*, and 9* grade students to address the 2025-
2026 Student and Parent Handbook. Below you will find a few key points that we went over
with allthe students. Everything that we addressed can be found in the UCS 2025-2026
Parent and Student Handbook.

A few key points:
-Students must have a pass when they leave the classroom.

-Students must have their IDs on and visible. (September 11, is picture make up day,
everyone should have an 1D after the 11*)

-Cell phones should not be used during instruction, lunch, or passing time. (Teacher
discretion if cell phones needed for educations purposes) this includes earbuds and
headphones.

-Big backpacks are not allowed in the classroom. (Especially 1= and 6™ hour) Students
need to be using their lockers and string backpacks.

-MNo food ar drinks in the classroom or hallways. (water is allowed)

-Attendance-Regular attendance, being on time, and active participation in class
contribute to student success. “Excessive absences” is defined as morethan 10ina
semester. Please review the Attendance policy with your student.

-Dress code (Students’ dress must not disrupt the educational process, interfere with the

maintenance of a positive teaching/learning climate, or compromise reasonable standards
of health, safety, and decency)

2025—2026 Attendance Information

Regular attendance and active participation in class are integral parts of a student’s total education. Students can
achieve educational benefits only through regular class attendance and a serious commitment to an educational pro-
gram.

During the 2025-2026 school year Eppler Administration will be sending text messages and emails to parents/
guardians about their student’s attendance.

Early Dismissal Procedures

How to Report an Absence
