 Designed to provide students an opportunity who would like to 
accelerate or go beyond the Michigan Merit Curriculum requirements 
and for students who need to individualize learning requirements to 
meet the Michigan Merit Curriculum requirements. 

 A FLEX Option is an option to modify the second year of a World 
Language requirement or the PE requirement.

 Any modification to a student’s graduation requirements needs to be 
consistent with preparing a student for life after high school 
(Educational Development Plan) and applications must be submitted 
through the counseling department.
