The future of Utica Community Schools
begins this summer as we embark on the
most transformational facility
improvement project in our district’s
history.

Thanks to the overwhelming support of
the Safety and Success bond issue, we
are beginning the first phase of a $550
million building program that will impact
every facility in Michigan’s second largest
school district.

Safety remains the priority. The first
phase will feature projects across the
district that improve security at every
building and specifically address the
urgent need at our “open concept”
schools - existing elementaries that do
not have a complete set of interior walls
or doors for classroom areas.

The bond issue also begins to reimagine
how our facilities are designed to support
learning. This new design will be
introduced at DeKeyser Elementary,
which is undergoing significant
reconstruction to address needed safety
improvements. Ultimately, it will serve as
the guide for future change at all
elementary schools.

UCS Proudly Presents the Class of 2024/

Across Utica Community Schools four comprehensive high schools, Gene L. Klida Utica
Academy for International Studies, Adult Education and the Utica Alternative Learning
Center, 2,038 students were awarded their diploma at Oakland University’s Athletics
Center O’rena at this year’s commencement ceremonies.

Family, friends, classmates, teachers and the entire UCS community applauded the Class
of 2024 on their momentous achievements as they walked across the graduation stage,
carrying with them the pride and dreams of our entire community.

The College Board honored nearly 300 students as Advanced Placement Scholars for
achieving a score of 3, 4 or 5 in three or more AP course exams. The UCS Board of
Education recognized more than 750 graduates as UCS Academic Scholars for having
attained a seven-semester GPA of 3.67 or above while taking part in extracurricular or
community service activities.

UCS awarded diplomas to 57 students from its Advancement Via Individual Determination
(AVID) program and 56 graduates received the UCS Seal of Global Language.

The UCS Class of 2024 earned more than $30 million in academic scholarships. This
graduating class includes 313 valedictorians (4.0 GPA and above) and 16 salutatorians
(awarded to student(s) with next highest GPA below 4.0), all of whom are recognized
within this graduation newsletter.
