HONORS ENGLISH 7 — B127 7 1.0 credit
Honors English covers the standard curriculum of English 7. The class will delve deeper into content by applying additional concepts to
literature, independently reading additional novels, collaborating with others through discussion processes, and using critical thinking skills to
analyze information. Students are expected to be independent and self-directed learners.
